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AUXILIARY VEHICLES

Auxiliary vehicles, such as golf carts, service carts, and other four wheelers, will require a permit for
operation in State Fair Park, including parking areas and perimeter streets. This permit is available from
the State Fair Ticket Office before the Fair, or at the Grandstand Ticket Office during move-in and during
the Fair, for a fee of $100 for the term; $125 for a four-wheeler for the term. Any person who purchases a
permit will be required to sign and abide by the Nebraska State Fair Auxiliary Vehicle Rules and
Regulations and must provide proof of insurance for the vehicle. Auxiliary vehicles without a permit
will not be allowed in the Park at any time during the Fair. Carts will NOT be allowed in the Core Area
after 9:30 a.m. any day. A map showing the route for auxiliary vehicles will be provided upon payment
and signature for a permit. Some carts may be denied a permit based on size (no auxiliary vehicles over
52” will be allowed).

AWARDS

Where there are fewer entries in a class than the number of premiums offered, the judges may, at their
discretion, award a prize or prizes of such grade as the exhibit merits. Unworthy exhibit: judges shall not
award a prize to an unworthy exhibit. It is the intention of Fair management that no premium or distinction
of any kind shall be given to any exhibit that is not deserving.

An individual exhibitor may enter unlimited animals in any individual class but shall not be awarded more
than two premiums from the individual class. Where there is but one exhibitor in a class, there will be
only one premium awarded. Provided there are competing exhibitors (two or more) in a class, all placings
and premiums may be awarded, except as noted in special department policies.

Payment of awards will be made within sixty (60) days after the last day of the Fair. NO AWARD CHECK
WILL BE ISSUED BY THE NEBRASKA STATE FAIR FOR LESS THAN $2.00.

The Nebraska State Fair will not be held liable for any award or premium offered by an individual or
company, separate from the Nebraska State Fair, should that individual or company fail to provide the
offered award or premium.

Not all departments will award all ribbon places.



CAMPGROUND

All campers are required to stop at the Campground office, pay the camping charges in advance, and
receive a lot location assignment. Upon payment of camping charges, campground stickers will be
furnished for cars. All vehicles without a sticker will be required to pay $3 per night for camping. The
Campground area is fenced with a permanent fence, and a Campground Manager is on duty at all times.
The Manager will assign camping locations and will maintain a Campground directory.

All campers must leave the camping area by 3 p.m., or they will be charged an additional day at the
regular daily rate.

Gate admission tickets to State Fair Park must be purchased each day at the Campground Office (see
"Ticket Policy" for admission prices). Advance sale tickets are exchangeable.

Free bus service will be available to and from the Campground. The bus will begin the route at 7:30 a.m.
each day and will run every Y-hour until 10 p.m. The only boarding place for returning to the
Campground is at the west side of the State Fair Cafe.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

All entries must be filed with the Superintendent no later than the date and time specified in the Entry
Information & Award Book. All entries must be made on Nebraska State Fair entry forms (photo copies
are acceptable), which may be obtained free from this website or the Entries Office, or made online.

Anything that has been erroneously entered may, at the discretion of the Superintendent of the
department, be transferred to the proper class. If such classes have been judged, they shall not be re-
judged.

No person, other than those in authority, will be allowed to see the entries or have access to the entry
forms until such time as the entries shall have closed.

Should any individual enter an animal or article in a name other than that of a bona fide owner or attempt
to perpetuate a fraud by misrepresenting any fact, the entry thus made shall not be allowed to compete
for or receive any award, and the owner shall be barred from this show until reinstated.

When not otherwise stipulated, entries and competition are open to the public. No animal or article will be
considered unless provided for in the Entry Information & Award Book.

All entries shown shall be the property of the exhibitor, and in the livestock classes, the animals shown
shall have been the property of the exhibitor at least thirty (30) days prior to the opening of the Fair and
must show the same on the records of the breed association in which they are recorded.



GENERAL RULES

The Nebraska State Fair management reserves to its Board of Directors the final and absolute right to
interpret these rules and regulations and to settle and determine all matters, questions, and differences in
regard thereto or otherwise arising out of, connected with, or incident to the Fair.

While the greatest possible care will be exercised by the management to provide a safe environment, we
are not responsible for any personal injury.

The Nebraska State Fair management assumes no liability for loss or damage to any property of the
concessionaire, exhibitor, or patron due to theft, fire, tornado, weather conditions, or other causes.

To safeguard exhibitors and livestock it is necessary to prohibit smoking in the barns. We ask all
exhibitors and guests to cooperate with us in enforcing this rule.

All exhibitors are bound by the most current edition of Nebraska State Fair Park’s Space Rental Rules
and Regulations. A copy may be obtained in the Administration Office at State Fair Park. For purposes
of these rules and regulations, all exhibitors are considered to be lessees.

To remove stock or other articles on exhibit before the time of release, written permission must be
obtained from the department Superintendent. In the event of conflict of general and special rules, the
latter will govern.

JUDGES & JUDGING

No person shall be permitted to judge a class in which he/she may be competing for an award or have an
ownership of any animal or article entered in such class.

If any exhibitor interferes with the judges in the performance of their duties by letter, act, or otherwise,
he/she shall be excused from competition and exhibition for such period of time as Management may
determine and shall forfeit any awards received at this Fair. Any person, not an exhibitor, who interferes
with the judges in any manner during the performance of their duties, shall be asked to leave the judging
area.

When there are three (3) judges making an award, the decision of two (2) shall be conclusive.

LOTTERY

No lottery or raffle shall be conducted at Nebraska State Fair Park without the written authority of the
Nebraska State Fair Board.

MAILING ADDRESS

A full service post office is located in
Heritage Village at the south end of Main Street, 8:00 a.m.—12:00 p.m. and 1:00 p.m.—4:30 p.m.

PARKING

All vehicles are required to park in places designated by the Fair Management. The Fair Management
assumes no obligation and no liability for any theft or damage that may occur to the vehicle or its
contents. No vehicles will be allowed to park for the sole purpose of advertising. All trucks 1/2 ton or
larger and livestock trailers will be required, immediately after unloading, to park in designated areas.



PROTESTS

All formal protests must be submitted in writing to the State Fair Director, be signed by the protestor(s),
and be accompanied by a monetary fee of $100.00, cash or certified check. Such written protests must
state plainly the cause of complaint or appeal and must be filed with the State Fair Director immediately
upon the occasion for the protest. No complaint or appeal based solely upon the statement that a judge

is incompetent will be considered by Management.

Where a protest is to be made against the competition of an animal or article in any class, notice of same
must be filed with the department Superintendent before the class is judged or immediately after the
conclusion of class judging. Once an animal/exhibit reaches championship judging, NO protests will be

accepted.

SOLICITATION

All advertising and/or distribution of advertising materials, tracts, pamphlets, etc. must be confined to a

leased location.

TICKET POLICY

Discount admission tickets are available, ONLY to exhibitors, if purchased on the entry form, at a cost of
$3.25 per person/per day. Exhibitor tickets must be purchased on the entry form and are for the sole
use of the exhibitor. No additional exhibitor tickets may be purchased after the entry form has been
submitted. No tickets will be mailed after Friday, August 21, but may be called for at the Ticket Office.

REFUNDS will be given on any admission ticket.

Attention Competitive Exhibitors (non-livestock):

In 2010, the Nebraska State Fair will establish collection points across the state for the
convenience of our competitive exhibitors (non-livestock). Exhibitors may drop off their exhibits
at these locations where they will be picked up and transported to the Fair. Once the Fair is
over, the exhibit will be boxed and delivered back to the collection point, where the exhibitor
may pick up the exhibit. It will be the responsibility of the exhibitor to securely package the

exhibit and insure the item if desired.

Web Entry Information

» DO NOT Use "Periods" any place in the name and address, just spaces

» Use PO Box or Street Address, Do Not Use BOTH

» Put Apt number on same line as Street Address when used.

» Only use a 5-Digit Zip Code

» There is a limit of 5 Exhibitor Tickets per Exhibitor (Orders in excess of 5 will not be
provided, please order appropriate gate tickets for any quantity over 5 thru the Ticket
Section of the Web site).

» Any money due for exhibitor tickets must be paid for by VISA / Mastercharge

> Tickets for Advance Sale Gate, Child, Grandstand, Carnival Wristbands may be found
under the "Purchase Tickets tab" of the Nebraska State Fair Web site.

Entry of Multiple Family Members

You can initially sign on as a “Quick Group” which will allow you to enter family members more
easily. Just give yourself a group name (this is only used on the internet, no place else) and just
follow the instructions. After entering one exhibitor, you will be given the opportunity to enter
another exhibitor. When finished entering, at check out you will pay for all members that you
added and a receipt for each member will be emailed to you.

Completion of Entries

After you have entered your credit card information, you will be asked to confirm the order by
entering "YES" in a box and then click on the Submit button. Do Not click Submit again.
Additional Submits may result in duplicate charges to your credit card. Response to the
submission may take a few seconds (Up to 30 Seconds). You will receive a confirmation via the
email address you entered at the beginning of the session.

The mission of the Photography Department is to provide a fair and equitable competition for all Nebraska amateur
photographers and to display with pride and honor, the beauty and creativity of their work.

ENTRY CONDITIONS
Eligibility:
Exhibits must have been photographed by NEBRASKA AMATEUR PHOTOGRAPHERS. The exhibitor must have
made the original exposure from which the print or slide was made. Photographs previously designated as award
winners (including honorable mention) at the Nebraska State Fair are not eligible for entry, except in Class 607 Blue
Ribbon Classic.

Entries by professional photographers will be eligible for Class 608 “Go For It” ONLY. A professional photographer is
deemed to be anyone who derives 50% or more of their income from their photography and/or is listed in any
directory as a photographer or film processor.

Division 5 Youth exhibitors must be 17 years of age or younger as of August 1, 2009.

Entry Form:

Enter ONLY photography exhibits on this entry form. Enter ONLY the title of your photograph in the “Exhibit
Information” column. Entry Limit: Ten color prints, Ten Black and White Prints, and Ten Slides. Maximum: 30
entries. Limit: 2 entries per class. Please note requirements in “Mail-In” exhibits. Only entries listed on entry form
will be accepted. No late additions.

Only one print per mount. Hinging or dry mounting is recommended. Do NOT use transparent tape or
Masking tape! Mats must be FIRMLY ATTACHED! Photos falling apart will be removed from display.

Mats:
Mats are optional and must be NO larger than 11” x 14”. August heat and humidity mandate that Linen
Mounting Tape or Double-faced Scotch Mounting tape (available at photography supply stores such
as Nebraska Book Store or Gomez Art Supply) be used for mats. Photographs that fall apart will be
removed from the exhibit. Oval mats will be accepted only if size of photograph is easily determined.




Presentation:
All photos must be unframed. Do NOT cover with cellophane, acetate, or glass. There should be NO
hooks or wires attached to back.

Photographer’'s name, initials or a date must NOT appear on front of entry.

All exhibits must be titled. Title Card, no larger than 5” x 3 2" should appear at the viewer’s lower, left-
hand corner of the print. Please tape to back of photo so as not to extend more than 2” below mat. (see
illustration)
